A dream summer house in the heart of 

Positano, one of the most picturesque 

corners of the Amalfi Coast and Italy, this 

villa was built in 1906 as an art gallery, a 

root that still shows in its décor. Its 

enviable location in a very exclusive area 

offers breath-taking views of the town 

and the coast: it’s a wonderful place to 

call home, even for just a week.  

Recently renovated, the white-washed 

villa features chic and eclectic traditional 

Mediterranean interiors, with an 

impressive collection of custom-made 

furniture from diverse periods of the 

century. The villa features a private 

garage with an elevator, and it’s located 

few steps away from several restaurants, 

shops and bars, few minutes of walk from 

‘Spiaggia Grande’ (large beach) seashore 

or Santa Maria Assunta’s church.  

The interior of the villa measures 360 

square meters and it can accommodate a 

total of 12 guests. The property also 

includes 440 square meters of terraces 

with breath-taking view on Positano ant 

the surrounding coast.

This mansion has recently been totally 

renovated throughout, offering sophisticated 

comfort in this upmarket neighbourhood. The 

spacious floor-plans mean there are numerous 

areas to relax and swim over all levels. Classic 

yet very comfortable, this is a chic retreat full of 

light and a welcoming vibe.  

Nestled in a location 5 minutes walking from 

the centre of Positano, this villa features a 

swimming pool with hydro massage and 

waterfall on a and breath-taking view terrace. 

There are several terraces accessible from the 

rooms and common areas.
